It was an ornate castle nestled on a 78-acre
estate of lush trees, a picturesque lake,
stables, the works! Then communism
overran Eastern Europe and the owners
were evicted. For 40 years the Communist
party used and abused the castle. When
communism crumbled, the state could not
afford to run the facility.

Waiting in the wings was Word of Life, an
International youth ministry that was
praying about work in Hungary.
